	LOCATION
	Crown Point High School, 1500 S. Main Street, Crown Point, IN 46307


	FACILITIES
	8 lane, 25 yard pool with starting blocks; non turbulent lane markers; automatic timing system with 2 backup timers per lane.  Pool depth is 4 ft at the starting blocks, 6 ft at the turn end. Place Judges will be used.  The diving well is to be used under direct coach supervision only for warm up/warm down. Feet first entry into the lanes. We reserve the right to close the diving well if inappropriate use or behavior is observed.

	RULES & POLICIES
	Current USA Swimming and Indiana Swimming rules will govern this meet, including the Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (“MAAPP”).  

All adults participation in or associated with this meet acknowledge that they are subject to the provisions of the USA Swimming Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy (MAAPT) and that they understand that compliance with MAAPT is a condition of participation in the conduct of this competition.

USA Swimming Rules 202.5.2 – At a sanctioned competitive event, USA Swimming athlete members must be under the supervision of a USA Swimming member coach during warm-up, competition, and warm-down.  The Meet Director or Meet Referee shall assist the athlete in making arrangements for such supervision.  All swimmers must compete in their own age group. 

The competition course has not been certified in accordance with 104.2.2C(4).

Where a moveable bulkhead is used, course measurement of the lane in which the record was set (American, US Open, or National Age Group Records) must be confirmed at the conclusion of the session during which the time was achieved.
	
“Any swimmer entered in the meet, unaccompanied by a USA Swimming member coach, must be certified by a USA Swimming member coach as being proficient in performing a racing start or must start each race from within the water.  It is the responsibility of the swimmer or the swimmer’s legal guardian to ensure compliance with this requirement “.

In swimming competitions, the competitor must wear only one swimsuit in one or two pieces except as provided in 205.10.1. All swimsuits shall be made from textile materials. For men, the swimsuit shall not extend above the navel nor below the knees, and for women, shall not cover the neck, extend past the shoulder, nor extend below the knee.
                       
Use of audio or visual recording devices, including a cell phone, is not permitted in changing areas, restrooms, or locker rooms the facility. Changing into or out of swimsuits other than in locker rooms or other designated areas is prohibited.

Operation of a drone, or any other flying apparatus, is prohibited over the venue (pools, athlete/coach areas, spectator areas and open-ceiling locker rooms) any time athletes, coaches, officials and/or spectators are present.  Exceptions may be granted with prior written approval by the Program Operations Vice Chair.​

Safe Sport 360

The Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policy prohibits Applicable Adults (as defined) from having one-on-one interactions with minor athletes which are not within an observable and interruptible distance from another adult. Applicable Adults are required to abide by this policy in full during this meet.

§ Pursuant to USA Swimming Rules and Regulations and federal law, it is every member’s responsibility to immediately (i.e., within 24 hours) report any incident of child abuse, including physical or sexual abuse, to law enforcement and the U.S. Center for SafeSport. Reporting must occur when an individual has firsthand knowledge of misconduct or where specific and credible information has been received from a victim or knowledgeable third party. § All athletes age 18 and older must complete Athlete Protection Training in order to be a USA Swimming registered member in good standing. Any athlete who turns 18 on or after April 3, 2025, who has not completed Athlete Protection Training by the first day of competition, will be prohibited from participating in the competition until such time as all membership requirements are completed. Times achieved by an athlete who turns age 18 on or after April 3, 2025, who competes in this USA Swimming sanctioned event without completing this membership requirement, will NOT count for qualification or recognition. This includes participation as a member of a relay.

	ELIGIBILITY
	Swimmer(s) must be registered with USA Swimming to be accepted into this meet. Age as of May 3, 2025 shall determine the swimmer’s age for the entire meet.

	ENTRY
INFORMATION
	All times must be completed to the hundredth of a second and SUBMITTED in SHORT COURSE YARD TIMES. For all events, submit actual yard times; estimated yard times, or “No Time” will also be accepted. Experienced swimmers should enter times. Please enter each swimmer with their first and last name, age, and USA number on the entry. Entries will be accepted starting Friday, April 11, 2025, until the meet is FULL.  The entry deadline if the meet is NOT full will be April 25, 2025. Crown Point Swim Club reserves the right to extend the deadline should the meet not fill. NO TELEPHONE ENTRIES will be accepted.  Please make one check payable to: Crown Point Swim Club and enclose it with your entry. This meet will be run using Hytek Meet Manager computer program. E-mail entries will be accepted using the Hytek Commlink Program or TeamUnify (do not forget to “age up” swimmers).  Each entry accepted via e-mail must include an entry report of that entry file and will be confirmed via a return email receipt. E-mail entrants who fail to send the printed copy & fees due prior to the start of the meet will forfeit entry into the meet. The entry report is the final word in any disputes involving entries.

	ENTRY LIMITS
	All swimmers may swim 5 individual events and 1 relay per day on Saturday. Entries will be limited to the first 1,800 or until the 4 hour rule per session is met. Refunds will be given to any team not accepted due to entry limit.

Should an error occur, we will request that a parent or coach provide the original club entry generated by Team Manager / Meet Manager as proof, NOT clubs entry forms. Only under these circumstances will a swimmer’s event be changed. NT (No Time) will be accepted only if a swimmer has never swum the specific event. Experienced swimmers should enter times.

	ADMISSION
	There will be no admission charge for this meet.  Heat sheets will be
available on Meet Mobile for a $4.00 charge and meet results will 
be available on Meet Mobile for free. 


	DECK ENTRIES
	Deck entries will be accepted if the meet is NOT full, and it does not create additional heats.  Deck entry fees are double the stated fees above.


	AWARDS
	There will be only individual & relay awards given. No team awards will be presented.  Individual High Point trophies will be presented based on the age groups below.

8 & under; 9-10 yr olds; 11-12 yr olds; 13-14 yr olds; 15 & Over

	FINAL RESULTS
	Coaches / Entry Chair will receive the final results in both Meet Manager Back Up file as well as a Meet Results file to import into teams database.  Teams will also be provided with a PDF version upon request.  All will be emailed to the person who submitted the club’s entry.


	CLERK OF COURSE
	8 & Unders will be clerked on deck in the NW corner of the pool and need to be at the clerk 3 events before their swim.  Teams will not be allowed to sit on the west side of the pool unless meet attendance is at capacity.  All other swimmers are required to pass through the staging area on the west side of the pool no more than 1 event prior to their swims in order to control crowding in the starting block area.


	CHECK IN
	This is a positive check-in meet. Sign-in sheets will be removed 35 minutes prior to the start of each session. Swimmers who do 	not sign-in prior to this time will be scratched, no exceptions.


	MEDICAL
	Any swimmer needing medical attention, there will be lifeguards on duty for all sessions.  AED’s are available on site.



	WARM UP SCHEDULE
	SATURDAY MORNING:  7:45 am Warm-ups; 9:00 am Start

SATURDAY AFTERNOON:  Warm-ups begin immediately after morning session ends but not before 1:00 pm.   Afternoon sessions - Start one hour after warm-ups begin but not before 2:15 pm 

If there is a necessary change, afternoon warm ups will be adjusted & communicated once all entries are received.


	PARKING
	Please park in the parking lot at the west & south end of the lot by the football field. All entrants will enter & exit the building through the Wellness Center entrance on the north side of the building.


	CONCESSIONS

	Concessions will be available all weekend. CPSC does not have operational control of the concession stand, prices, or what is offered.  Food will NOT be allowed on deck.

	COACHES
	Coaches MUST sign-in before entry onto the pool deck. Coaches will need to have downloaded the new USA Swimming app to be able to display their up-to-date credentials. The Meet Director & Meet Referee reserves the right to ask for coach credential display and deny deck access if coach does not comply.  Indiana Swimming provides a list of coaches who have met their certifications and received their coaches’ cards.  If you are not on that list as well, then you will not be allowed to gain deck access.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 

Information packets (one copy) will be available to the club coach upon request at the start of the meet (Friday night session).
